END OF HUNT HORSE SHOWS
RULES AND REGULATIONS

Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specification
of the current CHJA & CHSA rule books will be conducted and judged in
accordance therewith.

1. The show committee reserves the right to cancel, vary or combine, and change the location of
any classes if in its judgment, the entries so indicate.

2. Every class offered herein which is recognized by the CHJA or CHSA will be conducted and
judged in accordance with the current CHJA and CHSA rules. To show in CHJA medal classes,
riders MUST be members. In order to compete for CHJA or CHSA annual year-end awards, the
owner of the horse or pony must be a member of the respective association and the horse or
pony must be registered with the association. Copies of the CHJA and CHSA rule books, class
specifications, medal class specifications, and membership applications are available at the
show secretary’s office and at www.chja.net and www.chsaonline.com.

3. Entries close at 6:00pm two days before show date. All entries received prior to 6:00pm two
days before show date will cost as listed. Entries received after this time will be charged an
additional $25.00 post entry fee. Payment is not due until registration on the day of show. Pre-
registered entries may add classes on show day with no penalty.

4. A processing fee of $35.00 will be charged for each non-negotiable check. Any exhibitor
leaving the show with unpaid entry fees will be billed for these charges and an additional $35.00
bill fee added to the total due.

5. All ages are as of 12/1/25.

6. No martingales allowed in flat classes.

7. Judges’ decisions are final. No exhibitor or person shall approach a judge as to a decision

or other matter unless they first obtain permission from the show steward. Any exhibitor
disregarding this rule will be asked to cancel all entries and forfeit entry fees. Entry fee must be

paid or an open check left before numbers are issued.

8. Judge or show committee may excuse any horse, rider or spectator considered unsound,
unmanageable or discourteous. Entry fees will be forfeited.

9. Management reserves the right not to delay any classes due to schedule conflicts with
exhibitors or trainers. No refunds.

10. To be eligible for championship or stake classes the exhibitor or horse must have shown in
at least one qualifying class in that division.

11. Prize money will be awarded at the secretary’s stand following the completion of the division.
It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to collect prize monies.

12. NO DOGS ALLOWED!

13. Exhibitors must be in proper riding attire and wear protective headgear. All riders must wear
ASTM/SEI certified helmets.

14. End of Hunt Farm, Inc., and show personnel will not be held liable for injury, theft or damage
to any person, property or animal. Signature on entry form constitutes this agreement therein.

PLEASURE CLASSES (CHSA)

1, 2, 3. Hunter Pleasure - Open to all horses of a hunter type ordinarily used for pleasure purposes, with no limita-
tions as to status of rider. Shown at walk, trot, canter. Light contact required. Judged on manners, performance,
quality, presence, substance and soundness.

Hunter Pleasure Champion and Reserve Champion

4, 5, 6. Adult English Pleasure - Shown at walk, trot, canter. May be asked to back. Judged on manners, perfor-
mance and suitability. Martingales prohibited. Ridden on a reasonably loose rein on command.
Adult English Pleasure Champion and Reserve Champion

7, 8, 9. Junior Exhibitor English Pleasure - Open to juniors riding horses or ponies. Shown at walk, trot, canter. May
be asked to back. Judged on manners, performance and suitability. Martingales prohibited. Ridden on a reasonably
loose rein on command.

Junior Exhibitor English Pleasure Champion and Reserve Champion

10, 11, 12. Children’s Pleasure Pony - Open to juniors riding ponies. Shown at walk, trot, canter. May be asked to
back and halt. Judged on manners, performance and suitability. Martingales prohibited.
Children’s Pleasure Pony Champion and Reserve Champion

13, 14, 15. Cynthia Jensen English Pleasure - Open to CHSA members and non-members. Open to horses and
ponies, juniors and adults. Shown at walk, trot, canter. Extended gaits may be requested. May be asked to back.
Judged on manners, performance and suitability.

16, 17, 18. Quarter Horse Hunter Under Saddle - Open to junior and adult riders. Must present AQHA registration
papers if requested. Shown at a walk, trot, canter. Horses should back readily and stand quietly. Light contact
recommended.

19, 20, 21. Color Breed Pleasure - Open to color breeds only - palominos, buckskins, appaloosas, paints and pintos.
Only horses with no visible color must be registered with the appropriate breed organization and provide registration
papers to CHSA. Shown at walk, trot, canter. Judged on performance and best color example of that breed.

LEAD LINE HUNT SEAT (CHJA, CHSA)

22, 23. Lead Line Hunt Seat - Open to children who had not reached their 7th birthday as of 12/1/25 and have not
competed in classes in a recognized show other than lead line. Entries will be asked to trot. Ponies/Horses to be led
by adults.

WALK-TROT HUNT SEAT EQUITATION (CHJA, CHSA, USHJA Outreach)

Open to riders 10 years of age and younger who have not competed in any class requiring them to canter or jump
at a recognized show. Riders will be asked to walk and trot in both directions of the ring. They will be judged on
position and ability to control their mount. Diagonals will be considered.

Entry Fee: $35 per class. Riders competing in USHJA Outreach classes do not have to be USHJA members.
However, any rider wishing to earn points and national recognition, must join as a USHJA Outreach member.
Horses are not required to be registered with USHJA to compete in Outreach classes. All courses must have
at least seven jumps. Courses should be appropriate for the level of competition. Oxers and combinations are
discouraged for any class below 2'6”. Each height may be offered as Open; Junior; Amateur; Pony; split or
combined at management’s discretion. Maximum of 3 O/F and 1 U/S per competition day.

However,
only CHSA members will receive points. In each CHSA Medal class, at least one CHSA member rider must com-
pete and at least three competitors must complete the course for the class to count. Riders may enter only one
CHSA Medal class per show. Courses of not less than 8 fences including two USEF tests.

43. CHSA Short Stirrup Medal. Fences 18”. Class to include at least two USEF tests 1-3, including sitting trot.
61. CHSA 2’ Children’s/Adult Amateur Medal. Open to riders who have never shown over 2'6” at a recognized
show (Pre-Children’s, Pre-Adult, Long Stirrup, 2’ CT Training, Children’s Pony Hunter Small/Medium). Class to
include at least two USEF tests 1-3, including sitting trot.

67. CHSA 2'3” Children’s/Adult Amateur Medal. Open to riders who have never shown over 2'6” at a recognized
show. Class to include at least two USEF tests 1-5.

106. CHSA 2°6” Children’s/Adult Amateur Medal. Open to riders who have never shown over 3’ at a recognized
show (Children’s Eq & Hunter, Children’s Pony Hunter Large, Adult Modified Eq, Low Children’s/Adult Hunter).
Class to include at least two USEF tests 1-5.

CHJA MEDAL CLASSES (CHJA)

Entry Fee: $35 per medal class. Open to CHJA members only. In each CHJA Medal class, at least three CHJA
member riders must complete the entire class (fences & flat). The same horse shall be shown by the same rider
in all phases. Six contestants (if possible) to complete flat phase (50%) at walk, trot and canter. Riders may
compete in only one CHJA Medal class per show.

44. CHJA Short Stirrup Medal. Open to Junior members of the CHJA who are twelve years of age and under, and
have never shown over fences exceeding 18” at a CHJA or USEF Recognized Show. Riders competing in this
Medal class may not compete in any other Recognized Division or Recognized Class in the same show where
obstacles exceed 18” in height with the exception of pleasure and pet-type pony classes. Riders may ride horses
or ponies. Riders will be judged on position and ability to control their mount. Diagonals and leads considered.
The class consists of two phases. The first phase to be shown over a course of a minimum of six and maximum
of eight fences not to exceed 18”. The fences may be cross rails or verticals. The course may contain at least one
change of direction after the first fence and no combinations are permitted. The second (flat) phase is mandato-
ry and will count 50%. The class must be held in an enclosed area (riding ring). Judges may require additional
testing using current USEF Tests 1-3.

62. CHJA Pre-Children’s Medal. Open to junior members of the CHJA who have not shown over fences ex-
ceeding 2'6” at a recognized horse show. Riders who have ever qualified for or shown in a 2’6" Equitation Final,
including the CHJA Children’s Medal, are no longer eligible for the Pre-Children’s Medal. Fences 2’. Course no
less than eight fences with two changes of direction after the first fence. No combinations.

84. CHJA Pony Medal. Fences: Small/Medium 2’, Large 2’6”. Course no less than six fences.

107. CHJA Children’s Medal. Open to junior members of the CHJA eligible for Children’s Hunter who have not
shown over fences exceeding 3’ at a recognized show. Riders who have ever qualified or shown in a 3’ Equitation
Final, including CHJA, are not eligible for the Children’s Medal. Fences 2'6”. Course no less than eight fences
with two changes of direction after the first fence. No combinations.

113. CHJA Modified Adult Medal. Fences 2'6”. Course no less than eight fences with two changes of direction
after the first fence. No combinations.

BEGINNER 11 & OVER WALK-TROT DIVISIONS (CHSA)

Open to riders 11 years of age and over as of 12/1/25 who have never cantered in a show. Once a rider canters in
a show they may not go back to this division, but must go on to divisions that require a canter. Pleasure classes to
have emphasis on suitability of mount to beginner rider.
